The following table is a visual indication of how the historic environment can and does link to the National Curriculum, through the opportunities presented. The table attempts to dispel the myth that some historic sites don’t fit into the National Curriculum because they have no (e.g.) Tudor, Victorian, Medieval, World War 1, World War 2 connection. The National Curriculum is flexible, therefore the flexible nature of HERO allows links to the National Curriculum to be ‘cherry picked’ to suit the needs of the visiting group. Programmes are designed in such a way that they can be refreshed and adapted to suit as yet unforeseen requirements. Therefore, this table is by no means exhaustive, nor are all potential links covered when a heritage site is engaged with by a Key Stage 2 group. The Table also does not account for pre or follow-up work that is teacher led.
